This patient comes in with a five-day history of respiratory problems. It began with a vague odd feeling in her right ear and she felt a little bit of swelling in the hypopharynx area. She then had some dizziness with head motion. In the last couple of days she has had recurring sore throat. It seems to be better in the morning and worse as the day goes along. At least on two occasions she saw some white patches and had some swelling of the uvula. She is not short of breath. No fever. She has been aware of some increased nodes in the neck.

O:
On examination, her vital signs are as noted. She looks well. She is in no distress. Her throat was mildly erythematous. TMs are well seen and basically normal though I think there is a little external air pressure on the right side. Nose had modest congestion with clear rhinorrhea. Neck had some small posterior nodes especially on the right. Lungs were clear. Strep screen was negative.
