PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 130/82. Pulse 84. Temp 97.1. Weight 160 pounds. GENERAL: She is in no distress. HEENT: She still has fluid behind her left ear. Right ear is improving. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear.

ASSESSMENT: She continues to have otitis media.

Recent blood work was unremarkable including CBC and CMP except for slightly elevated calcium at 10.7 and thyroid was normal at 2.0.

PLAN: Continue Augmentin. Continue nasal spray, which she has not been using. If no improvement, she should return to her ear, nose, and throat doctor for further evaluation. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given.
