MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 134/81. Pulse 68. Temp 98.8. Weight 192 pounds. GENERAL: She is in no distress. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: She has some wheezing bilaterally.

Blood work reveals normal CBC, CMP reveals sodium 139, potassium 4.7, chloride 101, bicarb 28, BUN 25, and creatinine 1.2. Liver functions are within normal limits. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.9.

Sinus and x-ray films are both unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Bronchitis with possible COPD exacerbation.

2. Uncontrolled diabetes.

PLAN:

1. Change doxycycline and Augmentin with Medrol Dosepak.

2. Increase glyburide from 2.5 mg to 5 mg daily and watch diet.
