SUBJECTIVE: He returns today for ultrasound lab results. He states he feels well. He has no new problems.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 122/64. Pulse 78. Temp 98.1. Weight 163 pounds. GENERAL: He is in no distress. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear.

Blood work reveals sodium 142, potassium 4.3, chloride 104, bicarb 25, BUN 26, creatinine 2.22, calcium 9.7, and fractional excretion of sodium 0.45%. Abdominal ultrasound reveals mild prostatic enlargement with no distention of urinary bladder with no abnormalities noted on either kidneys.

ASSESSMENT: He has chronic kidney disease, which appears to be ongoing.

PLAN: I discussed with both Mr. Slaughter as well as his wife the possibility surrounding his kidney disease and that certainly his kidneys will likely decline overtime. He does not have an interest in seeing a nephrologist at this time. He is more interested in checking his kidney function overtime and if he has any worsening of symptoms or renal function will consider at that time. Additionally, he would like to consider coming off his Lexapro, which I have given him instructions to do so.
