Sophie is in today for reevaluation of her weight.  Mother has not noticed any increase in milk production.  She does not believe she is starting to letdown yet on day 5-6.  Sophie has been sleepy.  She has been voiding roughly once every 8-12 hours.  She is not stooled in over 24 hours.  At the time of discharge day before yesterday, I suggested they supplement her with formula 30 mL three times a day.  This has been fairly consistent since that time.

Today, her physical exam shows loose skin with no tenting.  She does have slightly increased jaundice to the waist.  Her oral mucosa is moist.  Her cardiovascular exam shows regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.  She does have a diminished heart rate with escalation.  Her lung fields clear.  The abdomen is soft with no organomegaly.  She is sleepy but I observed her take 20 mL of formula via bottle with no difficult.

A:  Dehydration, feeding difficulties.

P:  1)  I sent him home today with instructions to feed formula two ounces every two to three hours.  2)  After speaking with them at noon, I suggested lab values would be an order, which are significant for acidosis with Co2 of 15.3.  3)  I spoke with the medical university and we will admit her to the hospital for hydration and reevaluation of her abnormal metabolites.  4)  Follow up tomorrow.
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
