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SUBJECTIVE: No further syncopal spells. He wonders if he received something in a glass of coke that might have caused him to blackout while he was at the casino. This occurred right after he won 9000$ on a slot machine.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 114/61. Pulse 72. Temp 96.2. Height 5’9”. Weight 143 pounds. 24-hour Holter monitor shows no significant arrhythmia.

ASSESSMENT: Etiology unknown.

PLAN: Observe carefully. We are going to get an abdominal ultrasound.

NOTE: I checked his orthostatic blood pressures and they were not low. He tells me he is having some right upper quadrant pain off and on.
