SUBJECTIVE: He still gets up at night. He has frequent urination. He is taking a new prostate over-the-counter type medicine. He has had no fever. No chills. He needs some of his medicines refilled.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 140/78. Pulse 68. Height 5’9”. Weight 171 pounds. Urine today shows no pus. No obvious infection. He does have 1+ protein and 1+ blood. Recent ultrasound shows a postvoid residual of only 10 cc.

ASSESSMENT: He has got enlarged prostate, but he is voiding fairly well.

PLAN: Continue his current medications. Refill his terazosin and his atenolol. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given. Follow up.
NOTE: He is having a lot of nasal congestion, runny nose, allergy type symptoms, and I gave him some eczematous nose, which appears unremarkable and I gave him some Flonase b.i.d.
