Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation for management of dementia, depression, and anxiety.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart and discussed his condition with nursing staff. This is a new referral to me. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 08/29/12 and was readmitted on 01/01/13. He is a poor historian and is confused. The patient thought that he came yesterday. Staff reports that they have to frequently reorient the patient. The patient thought that his brother is coming to see him today. He has episodic complaints of pain and wanted me to put him back in bed. Staff reports that the patient has had episodes of tearfulness. He has been taking Paxil and Xanax for quite sometime and has generally been stable on above medications. I reviewed evaluation done by our PA and psychologist.


Past Medical Hx: History of UTI, hypertension, dementia, prostate CA with bone metastasis, history of compression fracture, urinary retention, and status post suprapubic catheter. The patient is legally blind and has degenerative joint disease and restless legs syndrome.


Psychiatric Hx: Depression and anxiety.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is a widower. He has one son and two daughters per chart and one son passed away. The patient’s granddaughter has power of attorney. The patient reports that he worked for a sign painting business.


Current Medications: Fentanyl patch, Paxil 30 mg q.d., Xanax 0.25 mg b.i.d., Protonix, atorvastatin, vitamin D3, ibuprofen, isosorbide, Casodex, ferrous sulfate, hydrocodone, simvastatin, gabapentin, ropinirole, heparin injection, lidocaine patch.


Allergies: Morphine and PPD.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed.


Motor Movements: Within normal.


Demeanor: Cooperative, but can be resistant.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self. The patient could not recall the name of this facility, but knew that he is in Livonia.


Speech/Language: Clear.


Thought Process: Periods of confusion.


Affect/Mood: Depressed.


Thought Content: Focus on wanting to get back in bed.
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
