Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): New referral to me and psychiatric evaluation requested for management of depression.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. The patient has been evaluated by PA and psychologist from our service. He has been a resident of this facility since 09/21/12. The patient has a diagnosis of cerebral palsy. His mother also lives in this home. Staff reports that the patient has been talking about wanting to live independently. Social worker is exploring the options for his living situation. The patient admits to some feelings of depression, helplessness and relates that to being here. He denied any feelings of hopelessness or suicidal ideation. No paranoia or delusions. The patient has speech impairment and his speech is dysarthric and at times it is difficult to be understood. However, he is able to make his needs known. He denied any complaints of insomnia or loss of appetite. However, he has had poor appetite at times.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, history of infantile cerebral palsy.


Psychiatric Hx: No known history of depression or psychosis.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is single. He is never married. He has two brothers and two sisters. He reports that his brothers are in trouble and they do not hear much from them. The patient’s two sisters are responsible parties and as mentioned the patient’s mother is also a resident here.


Current Medications: Tylenol, Pepto-Bismol p.r.n., and ibuprofen p.r.n.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed and wearing a cowboy hat.


Motor Movements: The patient does seem to have some dystonic movements.


Demeanor: Cooperative.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self and place.
