Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of the patient’s depression, history of schizophrenia, and medication review.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to our service. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 10/16/12. She has complex medical problems. Staff reports that the patient’s stays in bed, does not socialize with others, gets easily irritable, has been noncompliant with treatment recommendations, and most recently refused antibiotics. The patient is currently on fluoxetine and Risperdal, which she claims she has taken for 20 years. She acknowledged history of several psychiatric hospitalizations, but denies any recent inpatient psychiatric hospitalization. The patient has had multiple hospitalizations for UTI and other medical problems. Staff reports that the patient does get easily irritable.


Past Medical Hx: History of CHF, vertigo, schizophrenia, anemia, chronic respiratory failure, obesity, hypothyroidism, hypertension, arthritis, high cholesterol, and history of sleep apnea.


Psychiatric Hx: Per chart, history of schizophrenia and possible history of bipolar disorder.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is widowed. She has two sons. I attempted to contact the patient’s son, John Burke, but was unable to get hold of him. The patient’s chart indicates that she used to work for AT&T Phone Service.


Current Medications: Foradil Aerolizer, levothyroxine, meclizine, aspirin, atorvastatin, calcium, ferrous sulfate, fluoxetine 20 mg q.d., metoprolol, multivitamin, MiraLax, sulindac, risperidone 2 mg h.s., and lactulose. The patient is on fluid restriction.


Allergies: No known drug allergies.

Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed and lying in bed with face covered with bed sheets.
