History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 09/21/12 and was readmitted on 11/08/12. She has been evaluated by PA and psychologist from our service. The patient suffered from right ankle fracture. The patient’s appetite continues to be poor. She was recently on Marinol by attending physician on 01/17/13. The patient is already on Remeron to improve her mood and stimulate appetite. She is very confused during my evaluation, but was pleasant and cooperative. She denied any feelings of increased depression, hopelessness, and crying spells. No suicidal thoughts reported. No paranoia.


Past Medical Hx: Dementia, anorexia, diabetes, gout, hypercholesterolemia, CHF, right ankle fracture, and osteoporosis.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Denied.


Family/Social Hx: The patient reports that she had four children, two are living and two deceased. This information could not be verified. The patient’s chart indicates that previous placement at Boulevard Temple Care Center.


Current Medications: Marinol 2.5 mg t.i.d., calcium with vitamin D, BenGay patch, dorzolamide eye drops, Combigan eye drops, pantoprazole, aspirin, Diovan, methazolamide, metoprolol, multivitamin, spironolactone, vitamin D3, donepezil 10 mg h.s., and mirtazapine 22.5 mg h.s. No known drug allergies.
