Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of the patient’s dementia. The patient is reported to be aggressive towards staff and resistant to care. She was recently readmitted from Oakwood Heritage Hospital Psychiatric Unit.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was originally admitted to nursing home on 12/24/12, but she was hospitalized at Oakwood Heritage for aggressive and combative behaviors towards staff. The patient’s chart indicates that she gets combative, argumentative, resistive to care, guarded and is paranoid at times. She was readmitted from nursing home on risperidone 0.125 mg twice a day. The patient is a very poor historian. I called the patient’s husband Bill Underwood who acknowledged that the patient’s cognitive functions are significantly declined in the last six months or so and her behavioral problems are gotten worse. The patient’s husband reports that sometimes she perceives him as her brother or son and sometimes does not even recognize him. The patient denied any feelings of depression or loneliness, but appears to have sad facial expressions and staff reports that her appetite is poor.


Past Medical Hx: History of pneumonia, dementia, hyperlipidemia, muscle wasting, and history of DVT.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia. No known history of major depression, bipolar disorder, or schizophrenia.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: None.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is married. She has a son and a daughter. The patient used to work for Ford Motor Company. Husband reports that she was very active up until several months ago when her condition starts to decline.


Current Medications: Heparin, risperidone 0.25 mg twice a day, Aricept 10 mg h.s., Ativan 0.5 mg p.o. or IM q.8h. p.r.n., and Tylenol.


Allergies: No known drug allergies.
