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The patient returns to the office today for onychocryptosis in the nails of the bilateral feet. He had lab work done. PAS stain is positive for fungus and lab work shows normal LFTs. I reviewed this with the patient.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Painful onychomycosis nails, bilateral feet.

2. Foot pain.

PLAN:
1. Dispensed medications.

2. The patient understands the risks, benefits, and alternatives of taking the medications.

3. Return to the office in six weeks for nail check or sooner if problems.
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
