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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of ulceration with edema on the left leg. She states she is doing better. She also has edema in the right leg, but that is not as bad.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The ulceration is down to 15 x 25 mm. Good granulation tissue and edema is decreased significantly in the left leg to 1-2+ edema. On the right leg, it is still 2-3+, but the rubor and erythema of the anterior aspect of the right lower leg has decreased significantly.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Recurrent venostasis ulcer, left leg with edema, resolving.

2. Chronic edema with venostasis skin changes, but no opening drainage or discharge, right leg.

PLAN:
1. I reviewed findings with the patient and discussed treatment options.

2. The ulceration is cleansed with saline and dressed with Unna boot once again on the right and left leg to treat the wound and to reduce the swelling.

3. She will return to the office in one week for followup care.
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
