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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of bunion correction of the right foot. She is back in regular work shoes and boots. She actually she plays some soccer. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Excellent range of motion with mild edema at the right first MTP joint of the right foot. There is no pain on range of motion in excellent alignment. 

X-RAYS: Postop AP, MO, and lateral radiographs reveal excellent alignment of the osteotomy site. Screw in situ first metatarsal.

ASSESSMENT: Status post bunion correction, right foot, healing well.

PLAN:
1. The patient will continue with the range of motion exercise in shoe gear activity to tolerance.

2. She understands the risk of swelling with activity. That would resolve over the next three to four weeks.

3. She is to return to the office on a p.r.n. basis.
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
