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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of painful lesion on the plantar aspect of the left foot. I have not seen the patient since end of November. I supposed to see her in December, but for Christmas vacation they were not around. She presents today for evaluation and care. She states this is not painful. She lasts those medicines last night.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Macerated area about a size of nickel on the plantar medial aspect of the left heel. The lesion upon debridement is still approximately 4 x 4 mm and mildly tender to palpation. It is not completely resolved. It is slightly better, but it has definitely not resolved. I showed the mother the size of the lesion.

ASSESSMENT: Painful soft tissue lesions on the plantar, left foot, minimally improved with topical medicine.

PLAN:
1. I cannot debride the lesion.

2. I recommended the patient to continue with topical ___6.20_____ medication using as this has been instructed.

3. She will return to the office in four weeks for reevaluation. At that time, I will recommend excision.
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
