SUBJECTIVE: Adam is here today for upper respiratory symptoms and cough. He has been sick for three weeks. It started as a sore throat and head cold and has progressed into his chest. He has a deep cough. He actually has felt better in the last three hours since making the appointment, but otherwise had been progressing poorly and had been febrile until yesterday. His sinus symptoms have largely cleared, but the deep worsening cough is what has had him worried. No other complaints. No GI complaints. No history of pneumonia or allergy. His fiancée is also sick with similar symptoms.

OBJECTIVE:

General: Pleasant and appropriate male, in no acute distress, ill appearing.

Vital signs: Stable.

Lungs: Right-sided crackles are noted. Chest x-ray is obtained. Poor inspiratory effort is noted, but I do think there is a right middle lobe infiltrate.

ASSESSMENT: Pneumonia, RML.
