SUBJECTIVE: Renee is here today with her mother and sister for fever and upper respiratory symptoms. She has been sick since last Tuesday, which is six days. She had fever to 104 and it will only come down to 101 or 102 with Tylenol and ibuprofen. Yesterday, she did not take Tylenol or ibuprofen and was still at 101. Today is the first day she has not had fever without antipyretics. Her mother and sister were sick with similar symptoms but both got better over three or four days where hers have persisted. She has a wet cough today, but for the first time does seem to be feeling better. No focal ear pain, runny nose, sore throat, or any other symptoms are noted today.

OBJECTIVE:

General: A pleasant and appropriate female, cooperative, in no acute distress.

Vital signs: Stable.

HEENT: TMs clear. Nasal mucosa is inflamed. Posterior pharynx is a bit inflamed but without exudate.

Neck: No anterior cervical adenopathy is noted.

Lungs: Bilateral adequate air movement is noted. There is no focal crackle or rale. Some of her respiratory congestion is noted, however.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Fever and cough after persistent URI. Concern would be for pneumonia developing the secondary bacterial infection given the duration of symptoms. However, she is feeling better today and has not been febrile, so we discussed watchful waiting. For the next 24 to 48 hours, if the fever recurs and she seems to be getting worse, okay to proceed with amoxicillin. Otherwise, probably okay to return to work or to school Thursday.
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
