The patient was seen today for medication review and supportive therapy. The patient reports that she is doing very well. She has no complaints. She states that she is eating and sleeping well. Staff reports no significant management problem.
The patient is currently on the following medications namely, Megace, metformin, lovastatin, Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., Fosamax, Megace, metformin, lovastatin, lisinopril and insulin on a sliding scale. The patient is also on Travatan eye drops and Norvasc. The patient was ordered Remeron 7.5 mg at bedtime on 12/27/12.
The patient’s weight done on 01/04/13 was 104. Vital signs are unremarkable. Blood pressure was 124/64. Pulse 77. Respiration 20. Temperature was 97. CBC done on 12/13/12 was unremarkable except for hemoglobin of 11.0, MCH of 25.2, MCHC of 30.9, and MPV of 13.1. Serum albumin was low at 3.3.

The patient on examination was cooperative. She maintained good eye contact. Her speech was goal directed. There was no evidence of looseness of association. The patient is not hallucinating or delusional. Her recent memory is impaired. General information is poor. Insight and judgment is marginal.

Plan: 
1. Continue current treatment plan.

2. Medical followup.

3. Fall precaution.

4. Supportive therapy.

5. Current placement is appropriate.

The prognosis is guarded.
