Dear Howard:

I saw Ms. Nagle in my office today. She is now almost six years since her left lower lobe resection for a 3-cm squamous cell carcinoma. At that time, she was T1N0 and had no postoperative treatment. Her surgical course was complicated by left vocal cord paralysis, but otherwise she has done beautifully. She now is doing very well with no major complaints or problems. She has a past medical history, as you know of hypertension. She is on anti-hypotensives as well as some inhaler because of some mild COPD. On exam today, she is alert. Her lungs are completely clear. Her incisions have healed well and her cardiac exam is normal today. At this point, the repeat CAT scan had shown that she has enlarging nodule in the right middle lobe. As you recall last year, she underwent a PET scan with SUV of 2.2 and she underwent a biopsy. The biopsies were __________ 01:39 with only fibrosis. In light of the fact that it continues to grow and has grown approximately 5 mm over the last four months, I think it is prudent that we repeat the biopsy. We will then be able to offer either surgical resection or CyberKnife treatment of this very localized lesion. If it does show that if it is positive for carcinoma, we will subsequently require a PET scan prior to treatment. I have discussed this at length with her and she will see me after her biopsy.

Thank you for the opportunity to care for her.
