Dear Mike:

I saw Mr. Keckley in my office today. He is now approximately nine days since his right upper lobectomy for a 2.1-cm lung squamous cell carcinoma. It is a T2N0 lesion because of some visceral pleural involvement making him a stage Ib. He has done fairly well from the surgery. He is still quite sore and taking Norco and Celebrex. I have recommended he consider intermittent Advil and holding Celebrex. He also is using a heating pad. His incision looks quite good. I have removed the chest tube stitch today. His chest x-ray shows a typical volume loss in from a right upper and middle lobectomy. As you recall, the middle lobe was removed because of the small visceropleural nodule noted that showed some metaplasia at the time of surgery. Overall, though, he seems to be breathing well and has an intermittent cough, but not of any significance and I think he is going to do quite well. I will see him again in four weeks with repeat chest x-ray. I have given the name of Dr. Chadi Nabhan for followup from an oncologic standpoint with respect to his lung cancer.

Thank you for allowing me to help care for him.
