Her incisions are healing beautifully. Her most recent chest x-ray is normal. At this point, I will plan to follow her very closely with chest x-rays and we will repeat a chest x-ray in March and then plan a CAT scan in June. She is undergoing chemotherapy per Dr. Edward Kaplan and seems to be tolerating that very well.
