Dear Maureen:

I saw Mr. Oster in my office today. I saw her approximately four months ago when she had an abnormality noted on a CT scan, which was done for a pulmonary embolus at Sherman Hospital. At that time, she was being prepared for some type of spinal surgery, which is since then decided against and she is following up with me because of his cavitary nodule noted in her right upper lobe. She had a fairly extensive workup at Sherman Hospital including a biopsy, bronchoscopy and basically no pathologic abnormalities were found. She currently today has no new respiratory problems except for a very mild cough, which she states started a couple of days ago. She has had no significant sputum production and has had no fevers. On examination, her lungs are clear. She has no wheezing or rhonchi and her cardiac exam was also normal. I reviewed her CAT scan from January 2013 and compared it to a CAT scan from 2005 and she has a very small cavitary area in the right upper lobe, which is very nonspecific. This cavitary area is only about 11 mm in size and is not very worrisome whatsoever. She has some other nodules and some cluster of nodules as well as middle lobe nodule, which are all completely stable over the last almost eight years. At this point, because of this cavitary nodule, I think it is prudent that we follow this. We will obtain a CAT scan in six months. If that remains stable or is better, we will repeat one more CAT scan. If it no longer exists then we can likely stop obtaining CAT scan. I will certainly keep you posted.
