I saw Mr. Swarcgewski in my office today. He is now approximately eight days since his the right upper lobe wedge resection for a stage I lung cancer. As you recall, he had a well-differentiated adenocarcinoma, which was confined to the surgical specimen with a good upper lobe margin and additional lower lobe margin taken. The nodes that were sent were all negative and he seems to be doing quite well. He still has a cough and some moderate pain at the incision site. His incisions look to be healing well. A small chest tube suture was removed. At this point, I will plan to see him in five weeks at which time we will plan a repeat chest x-ray. In light of the fact that we did a wedge resection and there was some __________00:59 growth by this tumor. We will plan a followup with CT scan. I have asked him to see Dr. David Hakimian for an oncologic opinion as well.
