Dear Monika:

I saw Debra Freeman in my office today. She is now four years since her lung cancer resection. As you recall, she was initially diagnosed with stage IV lung carcinoma arising in the left upper lobe. She underwent neoadjuvant chemoradiation after CyberKnife therapy of the brain lesion and then subsequently went to surgery. At surgery she underwent a left upper lobectomy and all of the tumor was unfortunately that at the time of resection. She is currently disease-free now at four years with a recent MRI of the brain, which showed no evidence of disease and a recent chest CT, which was also completely clear. She had a recent chest x-ray because of her persistent cough and there was some question of a lesion in the right lower lobe, but this turned out to be nipple shadow. On exam today, her lungs are completely clear. She has no adenopathy whatsoever. Her incisions still show area of a keloid formation that is mildly tender, but otherwise she looks great. I could not be more pleased and I will look forward to seeing her again in June with a chest x-ray.
