Dear Maureen:

I saw Ms. Schmidt in the office today. She actually looks wonderful. As you recall, three and half years ago, she had a right upper lobectomy and was found to have multiple lymph nodes positive for metastatic carcinoma even though a PET scan prior to surgery was negative. Her tumor was only 1.5 cm, but she had multiple metastatic lymph nodes with small areas of tumor and there are total of 50 lymph nodes examined and 20 of them had tumor. She is now doing quite well and has been on maintenance Tarceva because of multiple pulmonary nodules, which have been noted. Her most recent CAT scan compared to one three months earlier shows that these nodules are growing slightly. She remains completely asymptomatic and her lungs are clear and her incisions looks great and she is getting around very nicely and also late last year, she had episode of pleuropericarditis, which responded beautifully to antiinflammatories with steroids and certainly her most recent CAT scan shows no fluid in the right chest noted or it did show any significant pericardial fluid. I will see her again in April after her repeat CAT scan, but at this time we will continue the stated courses as per Dr. Hakimian.
