Dear Dr Wilk:

I saw Ms. Kratobil. She is now two and half years since her chest wall resection for recurrent adenoma squamous carcinoma and 10 years since her esophageal resection. She really looks quite good. She has no significant symptomatology. As you recall, she developed severe right-sided chest wall pain when the tumor recurred in her chest wall. She now has some postoperative findings on the most recent CAT scan, but no other worrisome features. Her incision looks great. There is no adenopathy and her lung exam is completely clear. I could not be more pleased with how she has done after dealing with her esophageal cancer and now this what looks like chest wall recurrence. I will see her again in July at which time we will plan a repeat CT scan. If that continues to be clear, we will then plan to go yearly CAT scan instead of six months intervals.

Thank you very much for allowing me to help care for her.
