Dear Robin:

I had the pleasure of seeing Patricia in the office today. She is now approximately five weeks since her surgery and about two weeks since she was discharged from rehab after her thymectomy, which involved a large amount of her superior vena cava. She also required a right pneumectomy. She actually is doing quite well except for this persistent cough, which we have not been able to understand the etiology to this point. Her chest x-ray today shows that there is no significant fluid or infiltrate noted on the left side. Lungs are perfectly clear. There is no wheezing. I discussed the case with Dr. Elizabeth Klein and she is also unclear about the etiology of the cough, but did recommend that we increase her steroid and her inhaler to a Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg. I have also added Spiriva one dose in the morning. She remains on Tessalon Perles, Lopressor 25 mg twice a day, Protonix and _____01:13. She does have removable filter, but unfortunately I am not sure she has the ability to remove the filter since she has ____ 01:25 that replaced her superior vena cavae. I will discuss that with her interventional radiologist. Her incisions otherwise look good and I am pleased that she is getting better. I will see her next week after some laboratory studies and I have strongly recommended that she followup with you soon as well.  Of note, she will undergo radiation with Dr. Hakimian probably in three to four weeks if she progresses with her recovery.

Thank again for allowing me to help care for her.
