Dear Dr. Siedband:

I saw Mr. Meadow in the office. He is now approximately five weeks since his right upper lobectomy for a multicentric bronchoalveolar type lung cancer. He had three lesions in his right upper lobe. The predominant lesion of course was the larger one, which was approximately 1.8 cm in size and he had other small areas that were also what was called carcinoma in situ each measuring about 13 mm in size.  He had no nodes positive noted at the time of surgery. He is doing fairly well, but still requiring significant amount of Narco because of the thoracotomy pain. He is also having some problems sleeping. The incisions actually look quite good. His chest x-ray shows no abnormality except for some very mild pleural reaction superiorly and no pneumothorax. At this point, I have recommended he continue to try to exercise as much as possible and continue to try to decrease Narco and continue with other antiinflammatory agents. I will see him again in about six weeks from now with another chest x-ray. I think it is probably reasonable that he will stay off work for at least the additional two to three weeks until he is using less pain medication. I have also encouraged him to see Dr. Nabhan to make some decision regarding any additional therapy necessary because of the multicentricity of this tumor. Of note, the actual stage of the tumor since it is in the same lobe is T3N0 stage IIB.

Thank again for the opportunity to care for him.
