Dear Dr. Berkowicz:

I had the pleasure of seeing Eileen Faber in the office. As you know, I saw her in November for a fully growing nodule in the right upper lobe. She had a PET scan done after the holidays, which showed some significant increased activity in the upper lobe nodule as well as what looks like scar tissue in the paraesophageal region up in the upper mediastinum. At this point, I think the best course of action is to proceed with CT-guided biopsy of this lesion and I have given her slip for that. I discussed with her there is some risk of pneumothorax especially with her marginal pulmonary function. Her past history is _____ 00:47 for significant COPD and then lung cancer, which was resected nine years ago from a right upper lobe was a wedge. She also has hypertension, but no significant history for coronary artery disease. On exam today, her lungs are quite clear with somewhat distant breath sounds. Her cardiac exam was normal. Her PET scan is as described. I will keep you posted as this workup progresses, but certainly if she has tumor in the small area we will have to consider either CyberKnife or pending the results of the molecular studies, consider some type of chemotherapy if necessary.

Thank you for the opportunity to care for her and I will see her again after the biopsy.
