Dear Bruce:

I saw Mr. Farbise in the office. As you know, I met him initially back August 2012 to evaluate the bilateral pulmonary nodules. These were very nonspecific and not worrisome for malignancy, but we decided to continue to follow them. His six months CAT scan shows that the left lower lobe nodule is completely disappeared and the right lower lobe nodule is very stable. He does have some chronic scar tissue in both lower lobes and some questionable mild increased infiltrate at the superior segment of the right lower lobe. This could be from chronic aspiration type issues, but certainly nothing that is worrisome for malignancy. Since we are continuing to follow these lesions, I have recommended a repeat CAT scan in six months to not only follow the right lower lobe lesion, but also to follow this intersitial area that I noticed in the superior segment of the right lower lobe. His lung exam today reveals very mild wheezing, but no rhonchi or rales on either side. His cardiac exam is quite normal and he looks quite good. His adrenals of note also appeared to be stable according to the recent CAT scan. At this point, I will plan to see him again in July with a repeat chest CT and then we will follow that up with regards to additional imaging as needed.

Thank you for allowing me to help care for him.
