Dear Lexy:

I saw Ms. Iglarsh in the office today. She is doing beautifully. She is now approximately seven weeks since her coronary bypass surgery and looks fantastic. Her incisions look great. Her lungs including her left lower lobe sounds fantastic. Her cardiac exam is normal. Her blood pressure today was 140/70 with heart rate of 80 and she has no peripheral edema. Her current meds include vitamin D, aspirin 81 mg, Coreg 6.25 mg twice a day, Plavix 75 mg a day, lisinopril 5 mg a day, spironolactone 12.5 mg a day, lovastatin 20 mg a day, and Norco. I would recommend that she be maintained on Plavix for at least another two months and then she could switch to full aspirin rather than a baby aspirin. I will certainly be happy to follow up with her as necessary, but at this point we will most likely be have her medications control by you and Dr. Hertsberg. I will look forward to seeing her stress test results from next week.

Thank you for allowing me to help care for her.
