HPI: The patient has started treatment for symptoms of adult attention deficit disorder, being maintained on Ritalin 10 mg b.i.d. and Seroquel 100 mg daily, shows inadequate response, however his pulse appears to be under high side. Question related to Ritalin versus the patient had recently being treated for an acute pulmonary infection and is on steroid.


ETOH/Substance Abuse History: The patient denies use of alcohol or drugs.





Appearance: Slightly disheveled, but appropriate.


Gait and Station: Normal and steady.


Mental Status Exam: Reveals fa cooperative individual who is oriented to time, place and person. Speech was seemed to be relevant, coherent, and goal directed. No evidence of any formal thought disorder. Mood is normothymic. Affect is appropriate. No perceptual disorders. No delusional thought content. The patient denies suicidal ideation, intent or plan.

Continue Ritalin 10 mg b.i.d.


Continue Seroquel 100 mg daily.


The patient is showing a partial response to Ritalin, however an increase is limited by the patient’s high pulse rate. I will continue to monitor this and if needed the Ritalin will be increased once the pulse rate decreases.
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
