Dear Patrick:

I saw Mr. Guarneri in the office today. As you know, I met him in the hospital just before he went to surgery for a resection of his chest wall mass. He had a complex cystic mass in his left chest wall that turned out to be likely a stitch abscess. His past report showed no elements of any significant abnormality and his cultures still show nothing of any significance. There was a suture found within the specimen as you recall. This may have been old soaked suture just was used for his chest tube and it was not completely removed. There were no other significant findings on the path report and he has done beautifully. There is some reaction from his psoriasis around the incision site, but no evidence of deep infection or drainage. Because of the complex and unusual nature of the cystic collection, I would like to repeat a CAT scan to compare to his MRI that was done preop just to be sure there is no other abnormality in that area. I will see him after the CAT scan and review the films with him and then likely he will not require any further imaging.
Thank you for allowing me to help care for him.
