Dear Dr. Ninan:

I had the pleasure of caring for Mr. David Winans recently. In October, he sustained multiple rib fractures on the left side, which resulted in moderate left hemithorax. He after admission to the hospital had a chest tube placed by CT guidance with drainage of the fluid and I have followed him in the office since then. His chest x-ray looks great. However, I repeated a CAT scan recently to evaluate an area of thickened scar on the right side and also to more clearly evaluate the left lung. His repeat CAT scan showed there was almost complete resolution of the left-sided abnormalities with just some healed rib fractures easily noted and the lung is clear. The right side has a small area of lateral pleural based scar, which is half to size that it was in October and therefore clearly not a malignancy and nothing to worry about. At this point, he does not need any further imaging studies from my standpoint and I will be happy to see him and followup with any other issues arise.

Thank you for allowing me to help care for him.
