CHEST, PA AND LATERAL
FINDINGS: This study is compared to the previous study of July 11, 2008. There are increased interstitial markings throughout the lung fields. There is mild elevation of the right hemidiaphragm. The extreme lung apices are not entirely included. The heart is within limits of normal for size. Considering the less than optimal degree of inspiration, there is flattening of the hemidiaphragms. The costophrenic sulci are sharp. There are degenerative changes in the vertebral endplates.
IMPRESSION: Chronic lung and bony changes. Question of an element of COPD. Suggestion of possible interstitial fibrosis. No evidence of significant change when compared to the previous study.
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
