FINDINGS: This study of January 18, 2013 was presented January 24, 2013 for evaluation. There is scoliosis with degenerative changes throughout the bony structures. There is pelvic tilt. There are bilateral knee prostheses which obscure detail of the popliteal arteries. There is a 2.5 cm cyst in the lower pole of the right kidney. The aorta is normal in size throughout. The celiac axis, SMA and renal arteries are normal in appearance. There is minimal punctate plaque formation in the infrarenal abdominal aorta and slightly greater calcified plaque at the bifurcation and extending into the internal and external iliac arteries. The common femoral arteries, the superficial femoral and down through the trifurcation vessels are unremarkable in appearance.
IMPRESSION: No evidence of significant stenosis in the aorta and no evidence aneurysmal dilatation. Unremarkable appearance of the arteries to the lower extremities.
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
