MEDICATIONS: She is on Inderal 40 mg once a day and she used to be on a cholesterol medicine, but she is not taking it that was two years ago.

ALLERGIES: She is allergic to codeine.

FAMILY HISTORY: She has two sisters diagnosed with breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  She denies any smoking, alcohol, or IVDA. She used to work in a bank.

A/P: Physical is done for the refugees’ exam. A PPD skin test was applied and also blood tests were done. She was given two vaccinations for Td and pneumococcal vaccine. She was told that she needs to see a PCP for followup on her multiple medical problems and to do screening test.
