HISTORY: The patient is a 20-year-old Arabic-American male who presents today for an initial visit. He is asking to be checked for two warts that he has in the groin area for the past two months. He feels fine otherwise. No other rash in the groin or any other problems.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hemorrhoids.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension runs in the family.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes one of pack cigarettes a day for two years. He works in a gas station and he is a student. No alcohol or IVDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
SKIN: He has two small venereal warts in the groin area and the small hemorrhoids in the anal area.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Venereal warts. I explained this condition. I told him it contagious. I told him to practice safe sex and wear a condom. For now, he is going to use podofilox solution and come back next visit. I told him not to use it.

2. Hemorrhoids, I told him to use over-the-counter hemorrhoid cream and avoid constipation.

3. Physical is done. I recommended that he comes back to do general blood tests. He said that he had from blood tests done recently, but he will call for an appointment as soon as he can.
