HPI: The patient is here today complaining of congestion and pressure in his sinuses with congestion in his throat and he has bad cough especially at night for the past two months. Sometimes when he is coughing very bad, he may vomit. He feels that something is swollen in his throat. He nose is congested and he is not getting better overtime. He started Keflex three days ago. No fever, chills, or shortness of breath.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Nose is congested. Throat is erythematous with swelling in the uvula. He has some discomfort over his sinuses.

A/P:
1. Sinusitis, rhinitis, and chronic cough. I explained this condition to him. I told him to start prednisone tapering and amoxicillin and take over-the-counter cough medicine if needed and if not better to come back here to be seen. He may need to be referred to ENT. He said that he was seen by ENT at Henry Ford Hospital few months ago.

2. I told him to schedule an appointment to have physical and blood tests done.
