HISTORY: The patient is a 23-year-old Albanian female who presents today for a physical. She is here with her sister-in-law who was doing the translation because the patient does not speak English. She is here also to have her blood test done. She said that in November and two weeks after arriving from Albania she started having vomiting, dizziness, headache, fever, and numbness in her legs. These symptoms lasted for four or five days and then got better by themselves. She was seen in an urgent care and she was given a medicine, but she did not take it she said. She does not know what medicine was given. She is here in the States for the first time. Since that time, she is feeling fine and no other problem. Her periods are regular and last period was on 12/21/12.

FAMILY HISTORY: She denies any family history of heart disease, diabetes, or cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is married but no children. She denies smoking, alcohol, or IVDA. She used to work as an accountant in Albania.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Physical exam is done. She had blood tests done. I assured that her exam is normal. Most probably, she had viral infection back in November but if her symptoms recur she needs to come back to be seen again.
