HISTORY: The patient is here today to be seen for the first time and because of sore throat and throat irritation that he has off and on for the past few weeks. He said that he quit smoking two months ago. He may have heartburn from time to time but recently it may be getting worse.

FAMILY HISTORY: His father has hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is married. He has two children. He quit smoking two months ago. He used to smoke one pack of cigarettes a day. No alcohol. He works in a restaurant.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Pupils are equal and reactive. Extraocular movements were intact. Nose is normal. He has very poor dental hygiene and gingivitis. Ears exam is normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sore throat rule out acid reflux versus gingivitis and teeth problems as the cause. I told him it is important to see a dentist ASAP. I gave him Prilosec for the acid reflux and penicillin VK for the gingivitis till he is seen by the dentist. I told him to come back if not better or if any problems.
2. Physical is done. I recommended doing general blood tests and he said he will call for appointment.
