Ms. Seward had an echocardiogram exam and following are the findings:

1. Normal left ventricular size, wall motion and systolic function.  Ejection fraction is 75%.

2. Normal left atrial size.

3. Normal aortic root size.  Aortic cusp separation is normal.  Aortic valve is tricuspid.

4. Normal mitral and tricuspid valve.  Pulmonic valve is not seen.

5. No significant pericardial effusion.  IVC is normal.

6. Normal right-sided chamber size.  Right ventricular function is normal.
7. Doppler and color flow mapping reveals trace mitral and trace pulmonic regurgitation, no aortic regurgitation.  There is reverse E/A ratio in mitral valve inflow velocity suggesting left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.  Pulmonary artery systolic pressure is normal.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Normal left ventricular size, wall motion and systolic function.

2. Trace mitral and pulmonic regurgitation on Doppler.

3. Compared to echocardiogram exam of 2010, mitral regurgitation is reported from mild to trace now.
