Ms. Milteer had an echocardiogram exam and following are the findings:

1. Normal left ventricular size with mild concentric left ventricular hypertrophy.  Ejection fraction is 67%.  No clear wall motion abnormality noted.

2. Enlarged left atrium with volume index of 34.

3. Normal aortic root size.  Aortic valve is tricuspid and has calcific aortic sclerosis opens normally.

4. Normal mitral valve.  Posterior mitral annular calcification is noted which is mild.

5. Tricuspid valve appears normal.  Pulmonic valve is not seen.

6. No significant pericardial effusion.  IVC is normal.

7. Enlarged right atrium and right ventricle appears normal.  Right ventricular function is normal.

8. Doppler and color flow mapping reveals mild aortic and mild mitral regurgitation.  Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation.  Normal pulmonary artery systolic pressure.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Mild left ventricular hypertrophy with normal overall systolic function.

2. Enlarge left atrium with mild mitral regurgitation.

3. Mild calcific aortic sclerosis with mild aortic regurgitation.

4. Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation with enlarged right atrium.
