History: Ms. Marshall is here for a followup status post replacement earlier this month. She is doing very well. She is very pleased with the knee. She has been released from Sheltering Arms. She is doing home physical therapy.

Exam: Examination reveals moderate to significant swelling in the knee, but she actually has very good range of motion. Incision is well healed. There is no drainage. No signs of infection. She is walking with minimally antalgic gait.

X-Rays: AP and lateral views of the right knee show good position of her prosthesis.

Plan: She is going to complete her home physical therapy. When the therapist feels she is ready to go to outpatient, I have given her a prescription. She is going to do that at Sheltering Arms. I will see her back in one month for routine check. I think she is going to need to do a lot of icing to help the swelling down and therapist also work on some modalities to help reduce swelling. She will complete her Xarelto at the end of this month.
