Chief Complaint: Right shoulder pain.

History: This is a 69-year-old male with seven years of right shoulder pain and weakness sent in consultation at the request of Frank Jordaens for my evaluation. He was *______21____* punching bag seven years ago and injured his shoulder. He was told that he had a rotator cuff tear. He did not have any treatment. He is now having increasing pain and weakness in the arm. He has no other complaints.

Exam: Examination reveals significant weakness, right rotator cuff.

X-Rays: AP, outlet, and glenoid views of the right shoulder in the office show glenohumeral joint space narrowing with high riding humeral head. No fracture or dislocation. There is a type 3 acromial hook.

Diagnosis: Right shoulder *_________69_* rotator cuff arthropathy.

Plan: I am recommending an MRI to evaluate the rotator cuff to determine if there is any chance that it can be repairable after seven years. I will see him back with the MRI.
