Exam: Exam does show discomfort with range of motion of the cervical spine with positive radicular findings. There is no significant motor weakness in the right upper extremity. His reflexes are 2+ symmetrically in both upper extremities.

Plan: He needs further physical therapy. We are also going to put him on another Medrol Dosepak. He is unable to return to work at this time. I am going to see him back in two more weeks. If there is still no significant improvement, we may have to do an MRI.
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
