Plan: At this point, I am recommending that we drain this surgically and will get cultures. Make sure there is no infection. If there is any concern, I have to reenter the joint and possibly do a polyethylene exchange. We will keep him in the hospital postoperatively.

Surgery Discussion: The risks, benefits, and alternatives for left knee incision drainage possible polyethylene exchange with indicated procedures was discussed with the patient. The post-operative course and prognosis was also discussed. All questions were sought and answered from the patient. They understand the nature of the procedure and provide informed consent to proceed. A History and Physical was completed today in the office.
