PLAN:

1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient has a dominant nodule located on the left thyroid nodule measuring 8.0 x 4.0 x 4.3 cm. This is a very large nodule and the risk of malignancy is great. I have discussed the medical necessity to remove this thyroid nodule. The patient is not amenable to this at this time. She does not have any compressive symptoms; however, because of the large size of the nodule, the risk of malignancy is greater than if there were smaller nodule. I have discussed all of this with her and again she has opted out that the fine-needle aspiration biopsy or surgically removing the large thyroid nodule.

2. For her diabetes, this is stable. We will continue glimepiride 4 mg daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, and Byetta 10 mcg twice daily. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and a comprehensive metabolic panel in three months.

3. She is due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in October 2013.
