Mr. Moore is a 47-year-old male who presents today for an acute visit concerning his blood pressure. He states that he was at his oncologist’s office, Dr. Ahmadi yesterday and they took his blood pressure and it was elevated at 180/101. They did not recheck his blood pressure that he is aware of. He presents today and his current blood pressure is now 137/83. He is currently on amlodipine/benazepril 2.5/10 mg daily. The patient is currently on chemotherapy. The patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath or dizziness. He denies any nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

PLAN:
1. For his hypertension, I will have him maintain a blood pressure log and bring this record with him during his followup appointment in three to four weeks. At this time, we will continue amlodipine 2.5/10 mg daily. I believe his elevated blood pressure yesterday was related to anxiety and related to his oncology appointment. Therefore, I would like to see a blood pressure log before making any adjustments to his hypertensive medication.

2. For his colon cancer, he is closely followed by Dr. Ahmadi. Again, he recently had an appointment with him and the colon cancer has decreased.
